LARGER CATECHISM Q. 49 
HOW DID CHRIST HUMBLE HIMSELF IN HIS DEATH? 

 

A. Christ humbled himself in his death, in that having been betrayed by Judas, forsaken by his 
disciples, scorned and rejected by the world, condemned by Pilate, and tormented by his 
persecutors: having also conflicted with the terrors of death, and the powers of darkness, felt and 
borne the weight of God’s wrath, he laid down his life an offering for sin, enduring the painful, 
shameful, and cursed death of the cross.

LARGER CATECHISM Q. 104 
WHAT ARE THE DUTIES REQUIRED IN THE FIRST COMMANDMENT? 

 

A. The duties required in the first commandment are, the knowing and acknowledging of God to be 
the only true God, and our God; and to worship and glorify him accordingly, by thinking, meditating, 
remembering, highly esteeming, honouring, adoring, choosing, loving, desiring, fearing of him; 
believing him; trusting, hoping, delighting, rejoicing in him; being zealous for him; calling upon him, 
giving all praise and thanks, and yielding all obedience and submission to him with the whole man; 
being careful in all things to please him, and sorrowful when in any thing he is offended; and walking 
humbly with him.
