The Teaching of Christ Continued 
 

A. Jesus Teaching on Daily Christian Living continued… 

• Jesus taught about fasting. = Fasting is more than just not eating, it is abstaining from… 

Matthew 6:16-18  Moreover when ye fast, be not, as the hypocrites, of a sad countenance: for they 

disfigure their faces, that they may appear unto men to fast. Verily I say unto you, They have their 

reward.  17  But thou, when thou fastest, anoint thine head, and wash thy face;  18  That thou appear 

not unto men to fast, but unto thy Father which is in secret: and thy Father, which seeth in secret, shall 

reward thee openly. 

Luke 4:2  Being forty days tempted of the devil. And in those days he did eat nothing: and when they 

were ended, he afterward hungered. 

Matthew 17:14-21  And when they were come to the multitude, there came to him a certain man, 

kneeling down to him, and saying,  15  Lord, have mercy on my son: for he is lunatick, and sore vexed: 

for ofttimes he falleth into the fire, and oft into the water.  16  And I brought him to thy disciples, and 

they could not cure him.  17  Then Jesus answered and said, O faithless and perverse generation, how 

long shall I be with you? how long shall I suffer you? bring him hither to me.  18  And Jesus rebuked 

the devil; and he departed out of him: and the child was cured from that very hour.  19  Then came the 

disciples to Jesus apart, and said, Why could not we cast him out?  20  And Jesus said unto them, 

Because of your unbelief: for verily I say unto you, If ye have faith as a grain of mustard seed, ye shall 

say unto this mountain, Remove hence to yonder place; and it shall remove; and nothing shall be 

impossible unto you.  21  Howbeit this kind goeth not out but by prayer and fasting. 

Mark 9:28-29  And when he was come into the house, his disciples asked him privately, Why could not 

we cast him out?  29  And he said unto them, This kind can come forth by nothing, but by prayer and 

fasting. 

• Jesus taught not to worry. 

Matthew 6:25-34  Therefore I say unto you, Take no thought for your life, what ye shall eat, or what ye 

shall drink; nor yet for your body, what ye shall put on. Is not the life more than meat, and the body 

than raiment?  26  Behold the fowls of the air: for they sow not, neither do they reap, nor gather into 

barns; yet your heavenly Father feedeth them. Are ye not much better than they?  27  Which of you by 

taking thought can add one cubit unto his stature?  28  And why take ye thought for raiment? Consider 

the lilies of the field, how they grow; they toil not, neither do they spin:  29  And yet I say unto you, 

That even Solomon in all his glory was not arrayed like one of these.  30  Wherefore, if God so clothe 

the grass of the field, which to day is, and to morrow is cast into the oven, shall he not much more 

clothe you, O ye of little faith?  31  Therefore take no thought, saying, What shall we eat? or, What 

shall we drink? or, Wherewithal shall we be clothed?  32  (For after all these things do the Gentiles 

seek:) for your heavenly Father knoweth that ye have need of all these things.  33  But seek ye first the 

kingdom of God, and his righteousness; and all these things shall be added unto you.  34  Take 

therefore no thought for the morrow: for the morrow shall take thought for the things of itself. 

Sufficient unto the day is the evil thereof. 

• Jesus taught that we would go through trials. 

John 16:1-6  These things have I spoken unto you, that ye should not be offended.  2  They shall put 

you out of the synagogues: yea, the time cometh, that whosoever killeth you will think that he doeth 

God service.  3  And these things will they do unto you, because they have not known the Father, nor 

me.  4  But these things have I told you, that when the time shall come, ye may remember that I told you 

of them. And these things I said not unto you at the beginning, because I was with you.  5  But now I go 

my way to him that sent me; and none of you asketh me, Whither goest thou?  6  But because I have 

said these things unto you, sorrow hath filled your heart. 
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B. Jesus’ teaching about Pharisees and false teachers 

• Matthew 23:13-36 – Jesus gives 8 woes to the Pharisees 
 

• Jesus says the religious leaders are of their father the devil. 

John 8:44  Ye are of your father the devil, and the lusts of your father ye will do. He was a murderer 

from the beginning, and abode not in the truth, because there is no truth in him. When he speaketh a 

lie, he speaketh of his own: for he is a liar, and the father of it. 
 

• Jesus warns disciples to beware of the leaven of the Pharisees and Sadducees. 

Matthew 16:6  Then Jesus said unto them, Take heed and beware of the leaven of the Pharisees and of 

the Sadducees. 

• Jesus warns to beware of false prophets who are ravening wolves dressed in sheeps clothing. 

Matthew 7:15-20  Beware of false prophets, which come to you in sheep's clothing, but inwardly they 

are ravening wolves.  16  Ye shall know them by their fruits. Do men gather grapes of thorns, or figs of 

thistles?  17  Even so every good tree bringeth forth good fruit; but a corrupt tree bringeth forth evil 

fruit.  18  A good tree cannot bring forth evil fruit, neither can a corrupt tree bring forth good 

fruit.  19  Every tree that bringeth not forth good fruit is hewn down, and cast into the 

fire.  20  Wherefore by their fruits ye shall know them. 

• Jesus warns to beware of the Scribes. 

Luke 20:45-47  Then in the audience of all the people he said unto his disciples,  46  Beware of the 

scribes, which desire to walk in long robes, and love greetings in the markets, and the highest seats in 

the synagogues, and the chief rooms at feasts;  47  Which devour widows' houses, and for a shew make 

long prayers: the same shall receive greater damnation. 
 

C. Jesus’ teaching about stewardship 

• Jesus teaches the proper use of money. 

Luke 12:16-21  And he spake a parable unto them, saying, The ground of a certain rich man brought 

forth plentifully:  17  And he thought within himself, saying, What shall I do, because I have no room 

where to bestow my fruits?  18  And he said, This will I do: I will pull down my barns, and build 

greater; and there will I bestow all my fruits and my goods.  19  And I will say to my soul, Soul, thou 

hast much goods laid up for many years; take thine ease, eat, drink, and be merry.  20  But God said 

unto him, Thou fool, this night thy soul shall be required of thee: then whose shall those things be, 

which thou hast provided?  21  So is he that layeth up treasure for himself, and is not rich toward God. 

• The woman who gave the two mites and gave of her poverty. 

Mark 12:41-44  And Jesus sat over against the treasury, and beheld how the people cast money into 

the treasury: and many that were rich cast in much.  42  And there came a certain poor widow, and she 

threw in two mites, which make a farthing.  43  And he called unto him his disciples, and saith unto 

them, Verily I say unto you, That this poor widow hath cast more in, than all they which have cast into 

the treasury:  44  For all they did cast in of their abundance; but she of her want did cast in all that she 

had, even all her living. 

• Matthew 25:14-30 – Jesus taught to use God given talents for His glory. (Parable of the Talents) 

• Luke 19:11-27 – Jesus commanded his disciples to occupy till he comes. (Parable of the Pounds) 
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
