WHAT IS REQUIRED OF SUPERIORS TOWARDS THEIR INFERIORS?

A.Itis required of superiors, according to that power they receive from God, and that relation wherein

they stand, to love, pray for, and bless their inferiors; to instruct, counsel and admonish them;
