THE SUM OF SAVING KNOWLEDGE: THE PRACTICAL USE OF SAVING KNOWLEDGE

CONFESSION OF FAITH VIII: OF CHRIST THE MEDIATOR

The sum of the gospel, or covenant of grace and reconciliation, is this: “If thou flee from
deserved wrath to the true Redeemer Jesus Christ, (who is able to save to the uttermost all
that come to God through him,) thou shalt not perish, but have eternal life.” Rom. 10:8, 9, 11.

II. The Son of God, the second person in the Trinity, being very and eternal God, of one substance,
and equal with the Father, did, when the fulness of time was come, take upon him man’s nature,
with all the essential properties and common infirmities thereof, yet without sin; being
conceived by the power of the Holy Ghost, in the womb of the Virgin Mary, of her substance. So
that two whole, perfect, and distinct natures, the Godhead and the manhood, were inseparably
joined together in one person, without conversion, composition, or confusion. Which person is
very God and very man, yet one Christ, the only Mediator between God and man.
