In Fayetteville, Fort Bragg, North Carolina and the world: 
To make fully-functioning followers of Jesus Christ, 

To the Glory of God the Father.

In stage 2, you will want to participate in 

outreach venues and find places to serve and give back to the church. 

 

3. Lead and Teach. In the third and most mature stage, you will continue to w________, 

grow, s_________________ but will now find that you have much to give back to the 

church in the way of leadership and can now t_____________________ children, youth, 

ladies or even serve in the role of adult teacher, deacon, or lay pastor.

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Unite with a church: 

1. Because of influence with unbelievers; Christians will be more of a _________________

2. Because of influence with believers; when strong Christians unite with a church it 

s_________ as a good example for other believers. (1
st
 Timothy 4:12). 

3. Because of the necessity to have a pastor who watches over your s____________ 

(Hebrews 13:17). 

4. Because of the mutual importance of one another’s spiritual g______________ 

(Ephesians 4:12). 

5. Because of the opportunity to partake of the L______________’s S__________________ 

(1 Corinthians 11:2, 20); Christians who are not united to or refuse to unite with a Bible-

believing church are not invited to partake of this special remembrance of Christ’s death, 

burial, and resurrection. 

6. Because of the opportunity to serve and v____________; have a voice in the business of 

the kingdom (Acts 6:3). 

 

B. The decision to unite with a church is a serious decision that should not be made without 

prayer and wisdom from God.

C. The following questions can help guide you in your decision: 

 

1. You should ask yourself if you believe the church you are considering is built upon 

the foundation of the Bible as God’s infallible, inerrant guide for life. 

2. Are members encouraged to bring others into a relationship with Christ? 

3. Is the church built around Christ or the personality of the pastor? 

4. Do you believe the vision of the church is aligned with the Bible? 

5. Is the church involved in global outreach through missionaries and mission trips? 

6. Are members encouraged to grow as followers of Christ? 

7. Do you see evidence that the church takes care of its members and their needs? 

8. Is there an emphasis on following the Bible even in the hard areas of life? 

9. Do you believe you could grow as a disciple of Christ in this church? 

10. Will you be given an opportunity to use your spiritual gifts for God’s work? 

11. Is it obvious that there is much emphasis on the gospel and the grace of God? 

 

CONCLUSION  

Christ died for the church; therefore, it should play an important role in the life of the Christian. 

God’s plan for a Christian will always be fulfilled best when he or she is actively connected with 

a local church. The church has been commissioned by God to carry out His purposes in reaching 

the lost and perfecting the saved of God (Ephesians 5:25, 4:11-12), and this happens through a 

dynamic membership. When a church member leaves one church, he/she should unite with 

another local church as soon as possible and is ethically responsible for letting the old church 

know of this decision.
