God confronts Jacob with a great struggle before blessing him. 
We see: 

1. The timing of this struggle is Jacob’s past life, his present fear, and his 
humble prayer. 

2. The outcome of this struggle is that, after he sees his weakness, Jacob is 
made strong and receives the Lord’s blessing. 

3. God’s blessing is shown in a new name and a new confidence of faith.
