also preserves true believers so that they will
persevere in the faith and will never finally
fall away and abandon the faith. This
““preservation of the saints’”'is also by God"s
grace alone so that salvation is neither gained
nor maintained by any human efforts. A
Christian’s good words are the result of
God’s good work begun in us.




BIBLICAL CHRISTIANITY

n Sola Fide —Faith Alone receives God’s gift.
We believe God’s elect, who are called by

grace, are justified in the sight of God on
account ol the imputed righteousness of Jesus
Christ, which is received by faith alone. It is a

forensic (legal) declaration of righteousness

at a point in time, rather than a process. It is
based on the merits and finished work of
Christ, not our own.
