-Galatians 2:14-16 (LSB) 14 But when | saw that they
were not straightforward about the truth of the
gospel, | said to Cephas before everyone, “If you,
being a Jew, live like the Gentiles and not like the
Jews, how Is It that you compel the Gentiles to live
like Jews? 15 “We are Jews by nature and not sinners
from among the Gentiles; 16 nevertheless knowing
that a man Is not justified by the works of the Law but
through faith in Jesus Christ, even we have believed
In Christ Jesus, so that we may be justified by faith In

Christ and not by the works of the Law,; since by the
works of the Law no flesh will be justified.



-Galatians 3:10-12 (LSB) 10 For as many as
are of the works of the Law are under a curse,
for it is written, “CURSED IS EVERYONE
WHO DOES NOT ABIDE BY ALL THINGS
WRITTEN IN THE BOOK OF THE LAW, TO DO
THEM.” 11 Now that no one is justified by the
Law before God is evident, for “THE
RIGHTEOUS SHALL LIVE BY FAITH.” 12

However, the Law is not of faith; rather, “HE
WHO DOES THEM SHALL LIVE BY THEM.”



-James 2:10 (LSB) For whoever
kKeeps the whole law and yet
stumbles In one point, he has

become quilty of all.



-Deuteronomy 30:11-14 (LSB) 11 “For this
commandment which | am commanding you
today I1s not too difficult for you, nor iIs it far from
you. 12 “It is not in heaven, that you should say,
‘Who will go up to heaven for us and get it for us
and make us hear it, that we may do it?’ 13 “Nor
Is it beyond the sea, that you should say, ‘Who
will cross the sea for us and get It for us and
make us hear it, that we may do it?’ 14 “But the
word IS very near you, In your mouth and in your
heart, that you may do It.



-Deuteronomy 30:6 (LSB)

18 And He said to them, “Are you lacking
understanding in this way as well? Do you not understand that
whatever goes into the man from outside cannot defile him, 19
because It does not go Into his heart, but Iinto his stomach,
and goes to the sewer?” (Thus He declared all foods clean.) 20
