Matthew	5:20	For	I	tell	you,	unless	your	
righteousness	exceeds	that	of	the	scribes	and	
Pharisees,	you	will	never	enter	the	kingdom	of	
heaven.	
Romans	4:3	For	what	does	the	Scripture	say?	
“Abraham	believed	God,	and	it	was	counted	to	
him	as	righteousness.”	
Romans	10:3	&	4	For,	being	ignorant	of	the	
righteousness	of	God,	and	seeking	to	establish	
their	own,	they	did	not	submit	to	God’s	
righteousness.	4	For	Christ	is	the	end	of	the	law	
for	righteousness	to	everyone	who	believes.	
Matthew	5:3–6	“Blessed	are	the	poor	in	spirit,	
for	theirs	is	the	kingdom	of	heaven.

is	to	come,	the	Almighty.”	
Revelation	1:17	&	18	When	I	saw	him,	I	fell	at	his	
feet	as	though	dead.	But	he	laid	his	right	hand	on	
me,	saying,	“Fear	not,	I	am	the	first	and	the	last,	
18	and	the	living	one.	I	died,	and	behold	I	am	
alive	forevermore,	and	I	have	the	keys	of	Death	
and	Hades.

when	he	delivers	the	kingdom	to	God	the	Father	
after	destroying	every	rule	and	every	authority	
and	power.	25	For	he	must	reign	until	he	has	put	
all	his	enemies	under	his	feet.	26	The	last	enemy	
to	be	destroyed	is	death.
