LARGER CATECHISM Q. 191
WHAT DO WE PRAY FOR IN THE SECOND PETITION?

A. In the second petition, (which is, Thy kingdom come,) acknowledging ourselves and
all mankind to be by nature under the dominion of sin and Satan, we pray, that the
kingdom of sin and Satan may be destroyed, the gospel propagated throughout the
world, the Jews called, the fulness of the Gentiles brought in; the church furnished with
all gospel officers and ordinances, purged from corruption, countenanced and
maintained by the civil magistrate: that the ordinances of Christ may be purely
dispensed, and made effectual to the converting of those that are yet in their sins, and
the confirming, comforting, and building up of those that are already converted: that
Christ would rule in our hearts here, and hasten the time of his second coming, and our
reigning with him for ever: and that he would be pleased so to exercise the kingdom of
his power in all the world, as may best conduce to these ends.

CONFESSION OF FAITH XXXII: OF THE STATE OF MEN AFTER DEATH, AND OF
THE RESURRECTION OF THE DEAD

L. The bodies of men after death return to dust, and see corruption, but their souls, (which
neither die nor sleep,) having an immortal subsistence, immediately return to God who gave
them. The souls of the righteous, being then made perfect in holiness, are received into the
highest heavens, where they behold the face of God in light and glory, waiting for the full

redemption of their bodies; and the souls of the wicked are cast into hell, where they remain

in torments and utter darkness, reserved to the judgment of the great day. Besides these two
places for souls separated from their bodies, the scripture acknowledgeth none.
