Learning obedience

Sin is not taking God at His word that God has the best way for us to live.
Psalm 119.11: guarding our behavior

Psalm 119.105: guiding our behavior

Psalm 119.32 God’s word frees us to enjoy life to the fullest

Promise Three: Desire

Psalm 119.5, 9

Successful practice is rooted in desire

Desire to read God’s word so that we know God
Desire to practice God’s word is key to defeating sin
