“To the angel of The Reformed Presbyterian Church in Oswego, write:  
 

The One who holds the seven stars in His right hand and walks in the midst of the seven candlesticks, says this: 
 

I know that you are persevering and growing in doing good well.  I know that you love truth & righteousness and hate falsehood & sin.  

I know that you are poor, that you have little strength and that you have a reputation of being a dead church.  But I know the truth is 

that you are rich in My inheritance, that you are strong in My strength and that you are a living church by faith in Me and My word. 
 

But I do have a few things against you: your love for Me has grown cold and, consequently, your love for each other has turned into 

bitterness.  You’ve been led astray by the false prophets of the world into subtle idolatry and socially acceptable immorality.  That is, 

other things are more important to you than My worship.  And other things are more important to you than keeping my 

commandments.   
 

Remember your former zeal.  Repent from your idolatrous distractions and your immoral indulgences.  Renew your love for Me and 

My worship.  Sweeten your attitude toward each other and your words about one another.  Stop being afraid of future difficulties.  

Persevere in the good things you still have; strengthen the things that are growing weaker.  Ask Me for whatever you truly need and 

rightly desire. 
 

If you do not repent and persevere, I will fight against you with the sword of My mouth and I will come and remove your lampstand 

out of its place.   
 

He who has an ear to hear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the churches.  He who overcomes I will cause to enjoy all My benefits:
