REFLECTIONS

Alice asked me as her pastor to pray for several of her friends and family
members. You may be one of those loved ones for whom she was praying.
Her greatest desire was that you would come to know the Jesus of the Bible
as she did. Not through trying to be a good enough person, but through the
unmerited favor God demonstrates on the cross of Jesus Christ. Please
allow me to share with you three important words to better understand the
faith that Alice had in Jesus as her Savior and Lord. They are repent,
believe, and 1dentify.

Repent. This means first of all to stop and to turn from all the various ways
we disobey God and to start obeying Him instead. God has made Himself
evident to all people even though we suppress that knowledge, but if we
want to know Him as He truly 1s, the Bible shows us how to live in
obedience to His holy calling.

Believe. Jesus calls us to stop believing that we can save ourselves or that
any other thing can save us. He tells us to trust that He 1s the only way to
God the Father. To believe 2 Christ 1s more than just believing that He
was born; 1’s trusting Him to the exclusion of all else. What this baby King
was born to do was to live the perfect life of obedience we fail to live and
then die as the perfect sacrifice for our sins. His death on the cross paid
the penalty for our rebellion and His resurrection from the dead on Faster
morning declared that His sacrifice was accepted by God the Father. To
believe 1n Jesus 1s to trust His life, death, and resurrection to the exclusion
of all else.

Identify. Jesus doesn’t just save us as individuals; He saves us into His
family. He adopts His followers as brothers and sisters. The practice of
holy baptism 1s the historic way that the Bible requires to identify with this
family of God. If you have never been baptized, then you should confirm
your belief in Christ by being baptized into the membership of a Bible-
believing church. If you have already been baptized, then you should
profess your faith in Christ and be joined officially as a member.
