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I. Elijah — “A man subject to like passions as we are” (James 5:17)

A. The day all the people said, “The LORD, He is God—The LORD, He is God.”

1Ki 18:17 And it came to pass, when Ahab saw Elijah, that Ahab said unto him, Art thou he that
troubleth Israel?

1Ki 18:18 And he answered, | have not troubled Israel; but thou, and thy father's house, in that
ye have forsaken the commandments of the LORD, and thou hast followed Baalim.

1Ki18:19 Now therefore send, and gather to me all Israel unto mount Carmel, and the prophets
of Baal four hundred and fifty, and the prophets of the groves four hundred, which eat at
Jezebel's table.

1Ki 18:20 So Ahab sent unto all the children of Israel, and gathered the prophets together unto
mount Carmel.

1Ki 18:21 And Elijah came unto all the people, and said, How long halt ye between two
opinions? if the LORD be God, follow him: but if Baal, then follow him. And the people
answered him not a word.

1Ki 18:22 Then said Elijah unto the people, I, even I only, remain a prophet of the LORD; but
Baal's prophets are four hundred and fifty men.

1Ki 18:23 Let them therefore give us two bullocks; and let them choose one bullock for
themselves, and cut it in pieces, and lay it on wood, and put no fire under: and | will dress
the other bullock, and lay it on wood, and put no fire under:

1Ki 18:24 And call ye on the name of your gods, and | will call on the name of the LORD: and
the God that answereth by fire, let him be God. And all the people answered and said, It is
well spoken.

1Ki 18:25 And Elijah said unto the prophets of Baal, Choose you one bullock for yourselves,
and dress it first; for ye are many; and call on the name of your gods, but put no fire under.

1Ki 18:26 And they took the bullock which was given them, and they dressed it, and called on
the name of Baal from morning even until noon, saying, O Baal, hear us. But there was no
voice, nor any that answered. And they leaped upon the altar which was made.

1Ki 18:27 And it came to pass at noon, that Elijah mocked them, and said, Cry aloud: for he is
a god,; either he is talking, or he is pursuing, or he is in a journey, or peradventure he sleepeth,
and must be awaked.



1Ki18:28 And they cried aloud, and cut themselves after their manner with knives and lancets,
till the blood gushed out upon them.

1K1 18:29 And it came to pass, when midday was past, and they prophesied until the time of the
offering of the evening sacrifice, that there was neither voice, nor any to answer, nor any that
regarded.

1Ki 18:30 And Elijah said unto all the people, Come near unto me. And all the people came
near unto him. And he repaired the altar of the LORD that was broken down.

1Ki 18:31 And Elijah took twelve stones, according to the number of the tribes of the sons of
Jacob, unto whom the word of the LORD came, saying, Israel shall be thy name:

1Ki 18:32 And with the stones he built an altar in the name of the LORD: and he made a trench
about the altar, as great as would contain two measures of seed.

1Ki18:33 And he put the wood in order, and cut the bullock in pieces, and laid him on the wood,
and said, Fill four barrels with water, and pour it on the burnt sacrifice, and on the wood.

1Ki18:34 And he said, Do it the second time. And they did it the second time. And he said, Do
it the third time. And they did it the third time.

1Ki 18:35 And the water ran round about the altar; and he filled the trench also with water.

1Ki18:36 And it came to pass at the time of the offering of the evening sacrifice, that Elijah the
prophet came near, and said, LORD God of Abraham, Isaac, and of Israel, let it be known
this day that thou art God in Israel, and that | am thy servant, and that | have done all these
things at thy word.

1Ki18:37 Hear me, O LORD, hear me, that this people may know that thou art the LORD God,
and that thou hast turned their heart back again.

1Ki 18:38 Then the fire of the LORD fell, and consumed the burnt sacrifice, and the wood, and
the stones, and the dust, and licked up the water that was in the trench.

1Ki 18:39 And when all the people saw it, they fell on their faces: and they said, The LORD,
he is the God; the LORD, he is the God.

1Ki 18:40 And Elijah said unto them, Take the prophets of Baal; let not one of them escape.
And they took them: and Elijah brought them down to the brook Kishon, and slew them there.

B. Poor Elijah—As he runs from dying, he wants to die—So confused—So lonely

1Ki 19:1 And Ahab told Jezebel all that Elijah had done, and withal how he had slain all the
prophets with the sword.

1K1 19:2 Then Jezebel sent a messenger unto Elijah, saying, So let the gods do to me, and more
also, if I make not thy life as the life of one of them by to morrow about this time.

1Ki 19:3 And when he saw that, he arose, and went for his life, and came to Beersheba, which
belongeth to Judah, and left his servant there.

1Ki 19:4 But he himself went a day's journey into the wilderness, and came and sat down under
a juniper tree: and he requested for himself that he might die; and said, It is enough; now, O
LORD, take away my life; for | am not better than my fathers.

C. Go meet with God on God’s mountain that makes men fear (Horeb is Sinai)
1Ki 19:5 And as he lay and slept under a juniper tree, behold, then an angel touched him, and
said unto him, Arise and eat.
1Ki19:6 And he looked, and, behold, there was a cake baken on the coals, and a cruse of water
at his head. And he did eat and drink, and laid him down again.



1Ki 19:7 And the angel of the LORD came again the second time, and touched him, and said,
Arise and eat; because the journey is too great for thee.

1Ki 19:8 And he arose, and did eat and drink, and went in the strength of that meat forty days
and forty nights unto Horeb the mount of God.

D. The God of the angry mountain spoke to His troubled child with a still small voice

1Ki19:9 And he came thither unto a cave, and lodged there; and, behold, the word of the LORD
came to him, and he said unto him, What doest thou here, Elijah?

1Ki19:10 And he said, | have been very jealous for the LORD God of hosts: for the children of
Israel have forsaken thy covenant, thrown down thine altars, and slain thy prophets with the
sword; and I, even | only, am left; and they seek my life, to take it away.

1Ki19:11 And he said, Go forth, and stand upon the mount before the LORD. And, behold, the
LORD passed by, and a great and strong wind rent the mountains, and brake in pieces the
rocks before the LORD; but the LORD was not in the wind: and after the wind an earthquake;
but the LORD was not in the earthquake:

1Ki19:12 And after the earthquake a fire; but the LORD was not in the fire: and after the fire a
still small voice.

1K1 19:13 And it was so, when Elijah heard it, that he wrapped his face in his mantle, and went
out, and stood in the entering in of the cave. And, behold, there came a voice unto him, and
said, What doest thou here, Elijah?

1Ki 19:14 And he said, I have been very jealous for the LORD God of hosts: because the
children of Israel have forsaken thy covenant, thrown down thine altars, and slain thy
prophets with the sword; and I, even | only, am left; and they seek my life, to take it away.

E. God listened to this lonely man’s cries—God helped him

1Ki19:15 And the LORD said...Go, return...anoint Hazael to be king over Syria:

1K1 19:16 And Jehu the son of Nimshi shalt thou anoint to be king over Israel: and Elisha the
son of Shaphat of Abelmeholah shalt thou anoint to be prophet in thy room.

1K1 19:17 And it shall come to pass, that him that escapeth the sword of Hazael shall Jehu slay:
and him that escapeth from the sword of Jehu shall Elisha slay.

1Ki19:18 Yet I have left me seven thousand in Israel, all the knees which have not bowed unto
Baal, and every mouth which hath not kissed him.

1Ki19:19 So he departed thence, and found Elisha the son of Shaphat...

F. Elijah—The man who had feared death—Yet wanted to die—But never had to

2Ki 2:11 And it came to pass, as they (Elijah and Elisha) still went on, and talked, that, behold,
there appeared a chariot of fire, and horses of fire, and parted them both asunder; and Elijah
went up by a whirlwind into heaven.

2Ki 2:12 And Elisha saw it, and he cried, My father, my father, the chariot of Israel, and the
horsemen thereof. And he saw him no more...

I1. When Jesus comes back—God’s people who are still alive will go like Elijah did

1Co 15:51 ...1 shew you a mystery; We shall not all sleep, but we shall all be changed,

1Co 15:52 Ina moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trump: for the trumpet shall sound,
and the dead shall be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed.



1Th 4:16 For the Lord himself shall descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the
archangel, and with the trump of God: and the dead in Christ shall rise first:

1Th 4:17 Then we which are alive and remain shall be caught up together with them in the clouds,
to meet the Lord in the air: and so shall we ever be with the Lord.

I11. In a real sense—(From the dying one’s view)—All God’s people go like Elijah did
Gen 5:24 And Enoch walked with God: and he was not; for God took him.

Joh 11:26 And whosoever liveth and believeth in me shall never die. Believest thou this?

Joh 8:51 Verily, verily, | say unto you, If a man keep my saying, he shall never see death.

Joh 8:52 Then said the Jews unto him...Abraham is dead, and the prophets; and thou sayest, If a
man keep my saying, he shall never taste of death.

Luk 20:37 Now that the dead are raised, even Moses shewed at the bush, when he calleth the
Lord the God of Abraham, and the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob.

Luk 20:38 For he is not a God of the dead, but of the living: for all live unto him.

Joh 3:16 For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth
in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.

Joh 5:24 ...He that heareth my word, and believeth on him that sent me, hath everlasting life,
and shall not come into condemnation; but is passed from death unto life.

2Co05:8 We are confident, I say, and willing rather to be absent from the body, and to be present
with the Lord.
