1) Jesus died for your sins: Believe it! 

a) When you are convicted respond with belief verse 41, 41  

i) Romans 1:16 For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ, for it 

is the power of God to salvation for everyone who believes, for 

the Jew first and also for the Greek. 

b) When you are convicted respond with repentance Verse 38, 

i) Luke 24:46 Then He said to them, “Thus it is written,  and thus it 

was necessary for the Christ to suffer and to rise from the dead 

the third day, 47 and that repentance and remission of sins should 

be preached in His name to all nations, beginning at Jerusalem. 

2) Jesus loves the church: Join it  

a) Believers are joyfully obedient in baptism. Acts 2:38, 41, Matthew 

28:19-29 

b) Believers are joyfully obedient in association – Acts 2:41, 47, 5:14.  

3) Jesus provided for your needs: enjoy it 

a) Enjoy the sense of belonging to a community 

b) Enjoy the source of blessing and compassion Acts 2:44-45, 47; 

4:34-35
