B. LOVE YOUR NEIGHBORS IN YOUR SEXUALITY 
1. picture the Gospel in your sexual faithfulness 

a. marriage: good sex (Eph.5:22f.32; see Prov.5:1f,15f; Song of Songs; see Heb.3:13; 11:25; Gen.3:1f) 
 

b. singleness: better than sex (1Cor.7:1f; see Rom.1:23f) 
 

2. speak the truth in love (Eph.4:15; 1Cor.6:9-11; see outline above) 

a. humbly & courageously speak creational truth to fallen falsehood (1C6:9,10; Rom1:23f; 2Pt2:1f,7f /Dt31:6f) 
 

b. compassionately speak saving truth to hopeless falsehood (1Cor.6:11 /Col.3:10,5f; Jn.4:17f; Lk7:37f) 
 

3. befriend the despised, heal the lepers wisely (Mt.8:2f; 26:6; Lk.7:22,34; see Gal.6:1)
